· O daughter of my people, gird on sackcloth and wallow in the 
ashes.  Make your mourning that for an only son, the wailing of 
bitterness, because suddenly the despoiler will come upon us. 
(Jeremiah 6:26) 

· And now also, the utterance of Yehowah is, come back to me 
with all YOUR hearts, and with fasting and with weeping and with 
wailing. (Joel 2:12) 

· And I will turn YOUR festivals into mourning and all YOUR songs 
into a dirge, and I will bring up upon all hips sackcloth and upon every 
head baldness, and I will make the situation like the mourning for an 
only son, and the end result of it as a bitter day. (Amos 8:10) 

· Cry out and howl, O son of man, for it itself has come to be 
against my people, it is against all the chieftains of Israel.  The very 
ones hurled to the sword have come to be with my people.  Therefore 
make a slap on the thigh. (Ezekiel 21:12)

· Howl, YOU inhabitants of Maktesh, for all the people who are 
tradesmen have been silenced, all those weighing out silver have been 
cut off.
