Ecclesiastes 5:2 Do not hurry yourself as regards your mouth, and as
for your heart, let it not be hasty to bring forth a word before the true
God. For the true God is in the heavens but you are on the earth. That
is why your words should prove to be few.

On the lips of the understanding person wisdom is found, but the
rod is for the back of one in want of heart. (Proverbs 10:13)

In case a man makes a vow to Yehowah or swears an oath to
bind a vow of abstinence upon his soul, he must not violate his word.

30:2)

But if her father has forbidden her on the day of his hearing all
