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Zephaniah 1:10·· And there must occur on that day, is the utterance of 
Yehowah, the sound of an outcry from the Fish Gate, and a 
howling from the second quarter, and a great crashing from the 
hills.

· And after this he built an outer wall for the City of David to the 
west of Gihon in the torrent valley and as far as the Fish Gate, 
and he ran it around to Ophel and proceeded to make it very 
high.  Further, he put chiefs of the military force in all the 
fortified cities in Judah. (2 Chronicles 33:14) 

· And the Fish Gate was what the sons of Hassenaah built, they 
themselves timbered it and then set up its doors, its bolts and its 
bars. (Nehemiah 3:3) 

· And up over the Gate of Ephraim and on to the Gate of the Old 
City and clear to the Fish Gate and the Tower of Hananel and the 
Tower of Meah and on to the Sheep Gate, and they came to a 
stand at the Gate of the Guard. (Nehemiah 12:39) 

· Accordingly Hilkiah along with those whom the king had said 
went to Huldah the prophetess, the wife of Shallum the son of 
Tikvah the son of Harhas the caretaker of the garments, as she 
was dwelling in Jerusalem in the second quarter, and they 
proceeded to speak to her like this. (2 Chronicles 34:22) 

· Finally Solomon started to build the house of Yehowah in 
Jerusalem on Mount Moriah, where Yehowah had appeared to 
David his father, in the place that David had prepared on the 
threshing floor of Ornan the Jebusite. (2 Chronicles 3:1)
