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Ephesians 4:18·· While they are in darkness mentally, and alienated from 
the life that belongs to God, because of the ignorance that is in 
them, because of the insensibility of their hearts.

· To open their eyes, to turn them from darkness to light and from 
the authority of Satan to God, in order for them to receive 
forgiveness of sins and an inheritance among those sanctified by 
their faith in me. (Acts of Apostles 26:18) 

· Nevertheless, when YOU did not know God, then it was that YOU 
slaved for those who by nature are not gods. (Galatians 4:8) 

· That YOU were at that particular time without Christ, alienated 
from the state of Israel and strangers to the covenants of the 
promise, and YOU had no hope and were without God in the 
world. (Ephesians 2:12) 

· Indeed, YOU who were once alienated and enemies because YOUR 
minds were on the works that were wicked. (Colossians 1:21) 

· True, God has overlooked the times of such ignorance, yet now 
he is telling mankind that they should all everywhere repent. 
(Acts of Apostles 17:30) 

· For I do not want YOU, brothers, to be ignorant of this sacred 
secret, in order for YOU not to be discreet in your own eyes, that a 
dulling of sensibilities has happened in part to Israel until the full 
number of people of the nations has come in. (Romans 11:25) 

· And yet Yehowah has not given YOU a heart to know and eyes to 
see and ears to hear down to this day. (Deuteronomy 29:4) 

· I shall not hold an accounting against YOUR daughters because 
they commit fornication, and against YOUR daughters-in-law 
because they commit adultery.  For, as to the men, it is with the 
harlots that they get off to themselves, and with the female 
temple prostitutes that they sacrifice, and a people that does not 
understand will be trodden down. (Hosea 4:14) 

· And the fifth one poured out his bowl upon the throne of the wild 
beast.  And its kingdom became darkened, and they began to 
gnaw their tongues for their pain. (Revelation 16:10) 
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
