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Ephesians 5:24·· In fact, as the congregation is in subjection to the Christ, 
so let wives also be to their husbands in everything. 

 [6] - References: 

· Let the women keep silent in the congregations, for it is not 
permitted for them to speak, but let them be in subjection, even 
as the Law says. (1 Corinthians 14:34) 

· Immediately the woman hurried and ran and told her husband 
and said to him;  Look!  The man that came the other day to me 
has appeared to me. (Judges 13:10) 

· But Queen Vashti kept refusing to come at the king’s word that 
was conveyed by means of the court officials.  At this the king 
grew highly indignant and his very rage flared up within him. 
(Esther 1:12) 

· The wife does not exercise authority over her own body, but her 
husband does, likewise, also, the husband does not exercise 
authority over his own body, but his wife does. (1 Corinthians 
7:4) 

· Let a woman learn in silence with full submissiveness. (1 Timothy 
2:11) 

· But they had hair as women’s hair.  And their teeth were as those 
of lions.
