And they will actually sit, each one under his vine and under his
fig tree, and there will be no one making them tremble, for the
very mouth of Yehowah of armies has spoken it. (Micah 4:4)
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Gather yourselves together, yes, do the gathering, O nation not
paling in shame. (Zephaniah 2:1)

Before the statute gives birth to anything, before the day has
passed by just like chaff, before there comes upon you people the
burning anger of Yehowah, before there comes upon vyou the day
of Yehowah'’s anger. (Zephaniah 2:2)

Seek Yehowah, all you meek ones of the earth, who have
practiced His own judicial decision. Seek righteousness, seek
meekness. Probably you may be concealed in the day of
Yehowah'’s anger. (Zephaniah 2:3)

The next day he beheld Jesus coming toward him, and he said;
See, the Lamb of God that takes away the sin of the world! (John
1:29)

And I saw standing in the midst of the throne and of the four
living creatures and in the midst of the elders a lamb as though it
had been slaughtered, having seven horns and seven eyes, which
eyes mean the seven spirits of God that have been sent forth into
the whole earth. (Revelation 5:6)

12:22)

For it is contained in Scripture; Look! I am laying in Zion a
stone, chosen, a foundation cornerstone, precious, and no one
exercising faith in it will by any means come to disappointment.
(1 Peter 2:6)

And I heard the number of those who were sealed, a hundred
and forty-four thousand, sealed out of every tribe of the sons of
Israel. (Revelation 7:4)

The rod of your strength Yehowah will send out of Zion, saying;
Go subduing in the midst of your enemies. (Psalms 110:2)
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Those trusting in Yehowah are like Mount Zion, which cannot be
made to totter, but dwells even to time indefinite. (Psalms
125:1)

And it must occur in that day that there will be the root of Jesse
that will be standing up as a signal for the peoples. To him even
the nations will turn inquiringly, and his resting-place must
become glorious. (Isaiah 11:10)

Therefore this is what the Sovereign Lord Yehowah has said;
Here I am laying as a foundation in Zion a stone, a tried stone,
the precious corner of a sure foundation. No one exercising faith
will get panicky. (Isaiah 28:16)

And the inner courtyard had a gate toward the south. And he
measured from gate to gate toward the south a hundred cubits.
(Ezekiel 40:27)

And he gradually brought me into the inner courtyard by way of
the east, and he proceeded to measure the gate as of the same
measurements as these. (Ezekiel 40:32)
