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Revelation 18:6·· Render to her even as she herself rendered, and do to her 
twice as much, yes, twice the number of the things she did, in the 
cup in which she put a mixture put twice as much of the mixture 
for her.

· If a thief should be found in the act of breaking in and he does 
get struck and die, there is no bloodguilt for him. (Exodus 22:2) 

· Yes, in her was found the blood of prophets and of holy ones and 
of all those who have been slaughtered on the earth. (Revelation 
18:24) 

· And you must speak to him, saying;  This is what Yehowah has 
said;  Have you murdered and also taken possession?  And you 
must speak to him, saying;  This is what Yehowah has said;  In 
the place where the dogs licked up the blood of Naboth, the dogs 
will lick up your blood, even yours. (1 Kings 21:19) 

· At that he raised his face toward the window and said;  Who is 
with me?  Who?  Immediately two or three court officials looked 
down at him. (2 Kings 9:32) 

· So he said;  Let her drop!  Then they let her drop, and some of 
her blood went spattering upon the wall and upon the horses, 
and he now trampled upon her. (2 Kings 9:33) 

· Look!  I am against you, O Presumptuousness, is the utterance of 
the Sovereign Lord, Yehowah of armies, for your day must come, 
the time that I must give you attention (Jeremiah 50:31) 

· And Presumptuousness will certainly stumble and fall, and it will 
have no one to cause it to rise up.  And I will set a fire ablaze in 
its cities, and it must devour all its surroundings. (Jeremiah 
50:32) 

· This is what Yehowah of armies has said;  The sons of Israel and 
the sons of Judah are being oppressed together, and all those 
taking them captive have laid hold on them.  They have refused 
to let them go. (Jeremiah 50:33) 

· Their Repurchaser is strong, Yehowah of armies being his name.  
Without fail he will conduct their legal case, in order that he may 
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actually give repose to the land and cause agitation to the 
inhabitants of Babylon. (Jeremiah 50:34) 

· There is a sword against the Chaldeans, is the utterance of 
Yehowah, and against the inhabitants of Babylon and against her 
princes and against her wise ones. (Jeremiah 50:35) 

· There is a sword against the empty talkers, and they will 
certainly act foolishly.  There is a sword against her mighty men, 
and they will actually become terrified. (Jeremiah 50:36) 

· There is a sword against their horses and against their war 
chariots and against all the mixed company that are in the midst 
of her, and they will certainly become women.  There is a sword 
against her treasures, and they will actually be plundered. 
(Jeremiah 50:37) 

· There is a devastation upon her waters, and they must be dried 
up.  For it is a land of graven images, and because of their 
frightful visions they keep acting crazy. (Jeremiah 50:38) 

· Therefore the haunters of waterless regions will dwell with the 
howling animals, and in her the ostriches must dwell, and she 
will nevermore be dwelt in, nor will she reside for generation 
after generation. (Jeremiah 50:39) 

· This is what Yehowah has said;  Here I am rousing up against 
Babylon and against the inhabitants of Leb-kamai a ruinous 
wind. (Jeremiah 51:1) 

· And I will send to Babylon winnowers who will certainly winnow 
her and who will make her land empty, for they will actually 
prove to be against her on all sides in the day of calamity. 
(Jeremiah 51:2) 

· Let the one treading his bow do no treading.  And let no one raise 
himself up in his coat of mail.  And do not YOU men show any 
compassion for her young men.  Devote to destruction all her 
army. (Jeremiah 51:3) 

· And they must fall slain in the land of the Chaldeans and pierced 
through in her streets. (Jeremiah 51:4) 

· For Israel and Judah are not widowed from their God, from 
Yehowah of armies.  For the land of those has been full of guilt 
from the standpoint of the Holy One of Israel. (Jeremiah 51:5) 
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· This takes into account that it is righteous on God’s part to repay 
tribulation to those who make tribulation for YOU. (2 
Thessalonians 1:6) 

· O daughter of Babylon, who are to be despoiled, happy will he be 
that rewards you with your own treatment with which you 
treated us. (Psalms 137:8) 

· Shout a war cry against her on every side.  She has given her 
hand.  Her pillars have fallen.  Her walls have been torn down.  
For it is the vengeance of Yehowah.  Take YOUR vengeance on her.  
Just as she has done, do to her. (Jeremiah 50:15) 

· And I will pay back to Babylon and to all the inhabitants of 
Chaldea all their badness that they have committed in Zion 
before the eyes of YOU people, is the utterance of Yehowah. 
(Jeremiah 51:24) 

· For there is a cup in the hand of Yehowah, and the wine is 
foaming, it is full of mixture.  And he will surely pour out its 
dregs from it, all the wicked ones of the earth will drain them 
out, drink them. (Psalms 75:8) 

· Babylon has been a golden cup in the hand of Yehowah, she 
making all the earth drunk.  From her wine the nations have 
drunk.  That is why the nations keep acting crazed. (Jeremiah 
51:7) 

· And the great city split into three parts, and the cities of the 
nations fell, and Babylon the Great was remembered in the sight 
of God, to give her the cup of the wine of the anger of his wrath. 
(Revelation 16:19) 

· Let my persecutors be put to shame, but let me personally be put 
to no shame.  Let them be the ones to be struck with terror, but 
let me personally not be struck with terror.  Bring upon them the 
day of calamity, and break them even with twice as much 
breakdown. (Jeremiah 17:18) 

· Against the land of Merathaim, come up against her and against 
the inhabitants of Pekod.  Let there be a massacre and a devoting 
to destruction close upon them, is the utterance of Yehowah, and 
do according to all that I have commanded you. (Jeremiah 
50:21) 
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· He will also drink of the wine of the anger of God that is poured 
out undiluted into the cup of his wrath, and he shall be 
tormented with fire and sulphur in the sight of the holy angels 
and in the sight of the Lamb. (Revelation 14:10) 

· He will rain down upon the wicked ones traps, fire and sulphur 
and a scorching wind, as the portion of their cup. (Psalms 11:6) 

· For even they themselves, many nations and great kings, have 
exploited them as servants, and I will repay them according to 
their activity and according to the work of their hands. (Jeremiah 
25:14) 

· SUMMON against Babylon archers, all who are treading the bow.  
Encamp against her all around.  May there prove to be no 
escapees.  Pay back to her according to her activity.  According to 
all that she has done, do to her.  For it is against Yehowah that 
she has acted presumptuously, against the Holy One of Israel. 
(Jeremiah 50:29) 

· And they will not carry sticks of wood from the field, nor will they 
gather firewood out of the forests, for with the armor they will 
light fires.  And they will certainly make spoil of those who had 
been making spoil of them, and plunder those who had been 
plundering them, is the utterance of the Sovereign Lord 
Yehowah. (Ezekiel 39:10) 

· You will certainly be satiated with dishonor instead of glory.  
Drink also, you yourself, and be considered uncircumcised.  The 
cup of the right hand of Yehowah will come around to you, and 
there will be disgrace upon your glory. (Habakkuk 2:16) 

· Look!  I am about to throw her into a sickbed, and those 
committing adultery with her into great tribulation, unless they 
repent of her deeds.
