This day Yehowah will surrender you into my hand, and I shall
certainly strike you down and remove your head off you, and 1
shall certainly give the carcasses of the camp of the Philistines
this day to the fowls of the heavens and to the wild beasts of the
earth, and people of all the earth will know that there exists a
God belonging to Israel. (1 Samuel 17:46)

On the mountains of Israel you will fall, you and all your bands
and the peoples that will be with you. To birds of prey, birds of
every sort of wing, and the wild beasts of the field I will give you
for food. (Ezekiel 39:4)

And as regards you, O son of man, this is what the Sovereign
Lord Yehowah has said; Say to the birds of every sort of wing
and to all the wild beasts of the field; Collect yourselves
together and come. Gather yourselves together all around to my
sacrifice, which I am sacrificing for you, a great sacrifice on the
mountains of Israel. And you will certainly eat flesh and drink
blood. (Ezekiel 39:17)

In three days from now Pharaoh will lift up your head from off
you and will certainly hang you upon a stake, and the fowls will
certainly eat your flesh from off you. (Genesis 40:19)

All you wild animals of the open field, come to eat, all you wild
animals in the forest.
