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Revelation 21:9·· And there came one of the seven angels who had the seven 
bowls which were full of the seven last plagues, and he spoke 
with me and said;  Come here, I will show you the bride, the 
Lamb’s wife.

· But if YOU keep walking in opposition to me and not wishing to 
listen to me, I shall then have to inflict seven times more blows 
upon YOU according to YOUR sins. (Leviticus 26:21) 

· And I saw in heaven another sign, great and wonderful, seven 
angels with seven plagues.  These are the last ones, because by 
means of them the anger of God is brought to a finish. 
(Revelation 15:1) 

· The daughters of kings are among your precious women.  The 
queenly consort has taken her stand at your right hand in gold of 
Ophir. (Psalms 45:9) 

· Let us rejoice and be overjoyed, and let us give him the glory, 
because the marriage of the Lamb has arrived and his wife has 
prepared herself. (Revelation 19:7) 

· With me from Lebanon, O bride, with me from Lebanon may you 
come.  May you descend from the top of Anti-Lebanon, from the 
top of Senir, even Hermon, from the lairs of lions, from the 
mountains of leopards. (Song of Solomon 4:8) 

· I have come into my garden, O my sister, my bride.  I have 
plucked my myrrh along with my spice.  I have eaten my 
honeycomb along with my honey, I have drunk my wine along 
with my milk.  Eat, O companions!  Drink and become drunk with 
expressions of endearment! (Song of Solomon 5:1) 

· He that has the bride is the bridegroom.  However, the friend of 
the bridegroom, when he stands and hears him, has a great deal 
of joy on account of the voice of the bridegroom.  Therefore this 
joy of mine has been made full. (John 3:29) 

· For I am jealous over YOU with a godly jealousy, for I personally 
promised YOU in marriage to one husband that I might present 
YOU as a chaste virgin to the Christ. (2 Corinthians 11:2) 
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· And the spirit and the bride keep on saying;  Come!  And let 
anyone hearing say;  Come!  And let anyone thirsting come, let 
anyone that wishes take life’s water free.
