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Revelation 2:5··  Therefore remember from what you have fallen, and repent 
and do the former deeds.  If you do not, I am coming to you, and 
I will remove your lampstand from its place, unless you repent.

· YOU are the light of the world.  A city cannot be hid when situated 
upon a mountain (Matthew 5:14) 

· People light a lamp and set it, not under the measuring basket, 
but upon the lampstand, and it shines upon all those in the 
house. (Matthew 5:15) 

· Likewise let YOUR light shine before men, that they may see YOUR 
fine works and give glory to YOUR Father who is in the heavens. 
(Matthew 5:16) 

· But both to those in Damascus first and to those in Jerusalem, 
and over all the country of Judea, and to the nations I went 
bringing the message that they should repent and turn to God by 
doing works that befit repentance. (Acts of Apostles 26:20) 

· All those for whom I have affection I reprove and discipline.  
Therefore be zealous and repent. (Revelation 3:19) 

· Therefore repent.  If you do not, I am coming to you quickly, and 
I will war with them with the long sword of my mouth. 
(Revelation 2:16) 

· As for the sacred secret of the seven stars that you saw upon my 
right hand, and of the seven golden lampstands;  The seven stars 
mean the angels of the seven congregations, and the seven 
lampstands mean seven congregations. (Revelation 1:20) 

· And the lampstands, five to the right and five to the left before 
the innermost room, of pure gold, and the blossoms and the 
lamps and the snuffers, of gold. (1 Kings 7:49) 

· For the renegading of the inexperienced ones is what will kill 
them, and the easygoingness of the stupid is what will destroy 
them.
