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Revelation 3:2··  Become watchful, and strengthen the things remaining 
that were ready to die, for I have not found your deeds fully 
performed before my God.

· But now do not feel hurt and do not be angry with yourselves 
because YOU sold me here, because for the preservation of life 
God has sent me ahead of YOU. (Genesis 45:5) 

· For this is the second year of the famine in the midst of the earth, 
and there are yet five years in which there will be no plowing 
time or harvest. (Genesis 45:6) 

· Consequently God sent me ahead of YOU in order to place a 
remnant for YOU men in the earth and to keep YOU alive by a great 
escape. (Genesis 45:7) 

· So YOU, also, when YOU have done all the things assigned to YOU, 
say; We are good-for-nothing slaves.  What we have done is 
what we ought to have done. (Luke 17:10) 

· For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God, for it is 
written:  He catches the wise in their own cunning. (1 
Corinthians 3:19) 

· As cold water upon a tired soul, so is a good report from a distant 
land. (Proverbs 25:25) 

· As for the carver of iron with the billhook, he has been busy at it 
with the coals, and with the hammers he proceeds to form it, and 
he keeps busy at it with his powerful arm.  Also, he has become 
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hungry, and so without power.  He has not drunk water, so he 
gets tired. (Isaiah 44:12) 

· For at this time I am sending all my blows against your heart and 
upon your servants and your people, to the end that you may 
know that there is none like me in all the earth. (Exodus 9:14) 

· For by now I could have thrust my hand out that I might strike 
you and your people with pestilence and that you might be 
effaced from the earth.

· But, in fact, for this cause I have kept you in existence, for the 
sake of showing you my power and in order to have my name 
declared in all the earth.

· Hence straighten up the hands that hang down and the 
enfeebled knees. (Hebrews 12:12) 

· For Yehowah has a day of vengeance, a year of retributions for 
the legal case over Zion. (Isaiah 34:8) 

· The spirit of the Sovereign Lord Yehowah is upon me, for the 
reason that Yehowah has anointed me to tell Good News to the 
meek ones.  He has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to 
proclaim liberty to those taken captive and the wide opening of 
the eyes even to the prisoners. (Isaiah 61:1) 

· To proclaim the year of goodwill on the part of Yehowah and the 
day of vengeance on the part of our God, to comfort all the 
mourning ones. (Isaiah 61:2) 

· But he that has endured to the end is the one that will be saved. 
(Matthew 24:13) 

· But pay attention to yourselves that YOUR hearts never become 
weighed down with overeating and heavy drinking and anxieties 
of life, and suddenly that day be instantly upon YOU. (Luke 21:34) 

· So keep strict watch that how YOU walk is not as unwise but as 
wise persons. (Ephesians 5:15) 

· So, then, let us not sleep on as the rest do, but let us stay awake 
and keep our senses. (1 Thessalonians 5:6)
