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Revelation 3:7··  And to the angel of the congregation in Philadelphia write.  
These are the things he says who is holy, who is true, who has 
the key of David, who opens so that no one will shut, and shuts 
so that no one opens.

These are the 
things that he says who holds the seven stars in his right hand, 
he who walks in the midst of the seven golden lampstands. 
(Revelation 2:1) 

· And we have believed and come to know that you are the Holy 
One of God. (John 6:69) 
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· Yes, YOU disowned that holy and righteous one, and YOU asked for 
a man, a murderer, to be freely granted to YOU. (Acts of Apostles 
3:14) 

· Whereas YOU killed the Chief Agent of life.  But God raised him up 
from the dead, of which fact we are witnesses. (Acts of Apostles 
3:15) 

· For such a High Priest as this was suitable for us, loyal, guileless, 
undefiled, separated from the sinners, and become higher than 
the heavens. (Hebrews 7:26) 

· And to the angel of the congregation in Laodicea write.  These 
are the things that the Amen says, the faithful and true witness, 
the beginning of the creation by God. (Revelation 3:14) 

· And I saw the heaven opened, and, look!  A white horse.  And the 
one seated upon it is called Faithful and True, and he judges and 
carries on war in righteousness. (Revelation 19:11) 

· And I will put the key of the house of David upon his shoulder, 
and he must open without anyone’s shutting, and he must shut 
without anyone’s opening. (Isaiah 22:22) 

· And I will drive him in as a peg in a lasting place, and he must 
become as a throne of glory to the house of his father. (Isaiah 
22:23) 

· This one will be great and will be called Son of the Most High, 
and Yehowah God will give him the throne of David his father.
