· Only flesh with its soul, its blood, YOU must not eat. (Genesis 9:4) 

· For the soul of every sort of flesh is its blood by the soul in it.  
Consequently I said to the sons of Israel;  YOU must not eat the 
blood of any sort of flesh, because the soul of every sort of flesh 
is its blood.  Anyone eating it will be cut off. (Leviticus 17:14) 

· And the priest must put some of the blood upon the horns of the 
altar of perfumed incense before Yehowah, which is in the tent of 
meeting, and all the rest of the bull’s blood he will pour at the 
base of the altar of burnt offering, which is at the entrance of the 
tent of meeting. (Leviticus 4:7) 

· And another angel arrived and stood at the altar, having a golden 
incense vessel, and a large quantity of incense was given him to 
offer it with the prayers of all the holy ones upon the golden altar 
that was before the throne. (Revelation 8:3) 

· For the soul of the flesh is in the blood, and I myself have put it 
upon the altar for YOU to make atonement for YOUR souls, because 
it is the blood that makes atonement by the soul in it. (Leviticus 
17:11) 

· And I saw that the woman was drunk with the blood of the holy 
ones and with the blood of the witnesses of Jesus.

· Not like Cain, who originated with the wicked one and 
slaughtered his brother.  And for the sake of what did he 
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slaughter him?  Because his own works were wicked, but those 
of his brother were righteous. (1 John 3:12) 

· And this Good News of the kingdom will be preached in all the 
inhabited earth for a witness to all the nations, and then the end 
will come. (Matthew 24:14) 

· Therefore Pilate said to him;  Well, then, are you a king?  Jesus 
answered;  You yourself are saying that I am a king.  For this I 
have been born, and for this I have come into the world, that I 
should bear witness to the truth.

· Therefore, since the, young children, are sharers of blood and 
flesh, he also similarly partook of the same things, that through 
his death he might bring to nothing the one having the means to 
cause death, that is, the Devil. (Hebrews 2:14) 

· And the dragon grew wrathful at the woman, and went off to 
wage war with the remaining ones of her seed, who observe the 
commandments of God and have the work of bearing witness to 
Jesus.
