Psalms 62:12·· Also loving-kindness belongs to you, O Yehowah, for you 
yourself pay back to each one according to his work.

· How precious your loving-kindness is, O God!  And in the shadow 
of your wings the sons of men themselves take refuge. (Psalms 36:7) 

· But you, O Yehowah, are a God merciful and gracious, slow to 
anger and abundant in loving-kindness and trueness. (Psalms 86:15) 

· Who is a God like you, one pardoning error and passing over 
transgression of the remnant of his inheritance?  He will certainly not 
hold onto his anger forever, for he is delighting in loving-kindness. 
(Micah 7:18) 

· But Yehowah said to Samuel;  Do not look at his appearance and 
at the height of his stature, for I have rejected him.  For not the way 
man sees is the way God sees, because mere man sees what appears to 
the eyes, but as for Yehowah, he sees what the heart is. (1 Samuel 
16:7) 

· For according to the way earthling man acts he will reward him, 
and according to the path of man he will cause it to come upon him. 
(Job 34:11) 

· In case you should say;  Look!  We did not know of this, will not 
he himself that is making an estimate of hearts discern it, and he 
himself that is observing your soul know and certainly pay back to 
earthling man according to his activity? (Proverbs 24:12) 

· Great in counsel and abundant in acts, you whose eyes are 
opened upon all the ways of the sons of men, in order to give to each 
one according to his ways and according to the fruitage of his dealings. 
(Jeremiah 32:19) 



· The king himself will go into mourning, even a chieftain will 
clothe himself with desolation, and the very hands of the people of the 
land will get disturbed.

· Many are those seeking the face of a ruler, but the judgment of a 
man is from Yehowah. (Proverbs 29:26) 

· For the true God himself will bring every sort of work into the 
judgment in relation to every hidden thing, as to whether it is good or 
bad. (Ecclesiastes 12:14)
