· When I got to see among the spoil an official garment from 
Shinar, a good-looking one, and two hundred shekels of silver 
and one gold bar, fifty shekels being its weight, then I wanted 
them, and I took them, and, look!  They are hidden in the earth in 
the midst of my tent with the money underneath it. (Joshua 
7:21) 

· And he went on to say to me;  Have you seen this, O son of man?  
Is it such a light thing to the house of Judah to do the detestable 
things that they have done here, that they have to fill the land 
with violence and that they should offend me again, and here 
they are thrusting out the shoot to my nose? (Ezekiel 8:17) 

· And you would take your sons and your daughters whom you had 
borne to me, and you would sacrifice these to them to be 
devoured, is that not enough of your acts of prostitution? 
(Ezekiel 16:20) 

· Alexander the coppersmith did me many injuries, Yehowah will 
repay him according to his deeds. (2 Timothy 4:14) 

· Hence put away all filthiness and that superfluous thing, 
badness, and accept with mildness the implanting of the word 
which is able to save YOUR souls. (James 1:21) 

· They have eyes full of adultery and unable to desist from sin, and 
they entice unsteady souls.  They have a heart trained in 
covetousness.  They are accursed children. (2 Peter 2:14) 

· The senseless one has said in his heart;  There is no Yehowah.  
They have acted ruinously, they have acted detestably in their 
dealing.  There is no one doing good. (Psalms 14:1) 

· I said to the foolish ones;  Do not be foolish.  And to the wicked 
ones;  Do not exalt the horn. (Psalms 75:4) 

· Foolish are those who make a derision of guilt, but among the 
upright ones there is agreement. (Proverbs 14:9) 
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· After that about ten days elapsed and then Yehowah struck 
Nabal, so that he died. (1 Samuel 25:38) 

· But you yourself, O God, will bring them down to the lowest pit.  
As for bloodguilty and deceitful men, they will not live out half 
their days.  But as for me, I shall trust in you. (Psalms 55:23) 

· The very fear of Yehowah will add days, but the years themselves 
of the wicked ones will be cut short. (Proverbs 10:27) 

· At this Samuel said to Saul;  You have acted foolishly.  You have 
not kept the commandment of Yehowah your God that he 
commanded you, because, if you had, Yehowah would have made 
your kingdom firm over Israel to time indefinite. (1 Samuel 
13:13) 

· The ways to Sheol her house is, they are descending to the 
interior rooms of death. (Proverbs 7:27) 

· I myself said;  In the midst of my days I will go into the gates of 
Sheol.  I must be deprived of the remainder of my years. (Isaiah
