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John 10:25~  Jesus answered them; I told you, and yet you do not

believe. The works that I am doing in the name of my Father, these
bear witness about me.

1 So Jesus told them, that he had already told them the
answer, but that they did not believe him. Then he told them,
that the very works he was doing in the name of his father bore
witness about him, and who he was. Jesus implied, that the
Father let him act this way, for would he allow this, even
supporting him in his works, if he was not in fact his direct
representative?

[Question] What then, did Jesus show, that he had already told
them?

[Question] What bore powerful witness, about who he actually was?

[Question] What did Jesus show would not happen, unless he was a
direct representative of Yehowah God?

2 This one came to him in the night and said to him; Rabbi,
we know that you as a teacher have come from God, for no
one can perform these signs that you perform unless God is
with him. (John 3:2)

[Question] What did Nicodemus reveal, that the Pharisees knew
about Jesus, and what proved this to them?

3 But I have the witness greater than that of John, for the
very works that my Father assigned me to accomplish, the
works themselves that I am doing, bear witness about me,
that the Father dispatched me. (John 5:36)

[Question] Why was the witness of Jesus Christ greater than the
witness of John the Baptist?

[Question] What did the works Jesus doing, prove about him and his
relationship to the Father?

4- But if I am doing them, even though you do not believe me,
believe the works, in order, that you may come to know,
and may continue knowing, that the Father is in union with
me, and I am in union with the Father. (John 10:38)

[Question] What did Jesus tell men who refused to believe his words,
that should convince them, he was from Yehowah God?
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Do you not believe that I am in union with the Father, and
the Father is in union with me? The things I say to you
men, I do not speak of my own originality, but the Father
who remains in union with me, is doing his works. (John
14:10)

[Question] Where did Jesus show, that all the things he spoke came
forth from?

Men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus the Nazarene, a
man publicly shown by God to you, through powerful works
and portents and signs, that God did through him in your
midst, just as you yourselves know. (Acts of Apostles 2:22)

[Question] How did Peter later testify to believing Jews, that Jesus
was from Yehowah God?
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
