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John 11:13~ Jesus had spoken, however, about his death.  But they 
imagined he was speaking about taking rest in sleep. 

1· Jesus had been speaking about Lazarus’ death, but they did 
not get the sense of what he said to them at first. 

[Question]    What though, did Jesus realize, had happened to Lazarus? 

2· For in death there is no mention of you.  In Sheol who will 
laud you? (Psalms 6:5) 

[Question]    Who is there no mention of in death, and who do the dead 
not laud then? 

3· And as for you yourself, go toward the end, and you will 
rest, but you will stand up for your lot at the end of the 
days. (Daniel 12:13) 

[Question]    What hope for the future was Daniel told to await?
