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John 11:50~ And you do not reason out, that it is to your benefit for one 
man to die in behalf of the people, and not for the whole nation to be 
destroyed. 

1· So he counseled them, that it would be better for one man 
to die in behalf of the nation, and not for the whole nation to be 
destroyed. 

[Question]    What counsel did the High Priest offer to those men, that 
would be better for their nation, then in subjection to Roman 
rulership? 

2· Caiaphas was, in fact, the one that counseled the Jews, 
that it was to their benefit, for one man to die in behalf of 
the people. (John 18:14) 

[Question]    Who counseled the Jews, that it would be better for Jesus 
to die in behalf of the nation? 

3· Also, Simeon blessed them, but said to Mary its mother;  
Look!  This one is laid for the fall and the rising again, of 
many in Israel, and for a sign to be talked against (Luke 
2:34) 

[Question]    What did Simeon prophesy about Jesus Christ, when he 
was brought to the temple for circumcision? 

4· Because of restraint and of judgment, he was taken away, 
and who will concern himself even with the details of his 
generation?  For he was severed from the land of the living 
ones.  Because of the transgression of my people, he had 
the stroke. (Isaiah 53:8) 

[Question]    What was removed from Jesus, when he was tried, that 
was his due?
