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John 12:29~ Hence the crowd that stood about and heard it began to 
say, that it had thundered.  Others began to say;  An angel has spoken 
to him.  

1· Hence the entire crowd that had heard the voice said, that 
it had thundered, while others began to say, that an angel had 
spoken to him.  What a powerful evidence, that this one was the 
one approved as the Messiah of God! 

[Question]    How did the people hearing this voice, bear witness to 
what they had heard? 

[Question]    Would anyone need any further proof, that this one was 
from Yehowah God, for when he spoke to God, Yehowah God answered 
him? 

2· And, look!  The glory of the God of Israel was coming from 
the direction of the east, and his voice was like the voice of 
vast waters, and the earth itself shone because of his glory. 
(Ezekiel 43:2) 

[Question]    What did Ezekiel see in a vision, of the glory of Yehowah 
God coming to his holy temple? 

3· A revelation by Jesus Christ, which God gave him, to show 
his slaves the things that must shortly take place.  And he 
sent forth his angel, and presented it in signs through him, 
to his slave John. (Revelation 1:1) 

[Question]    How, and why, was the Revelation vision given to Christ 
by Yehowah God?
