John 12:46~ I have come as a light into the world, in order, that 
everyone putting faith in me, may not remain in the darkness. 

1· So Jesus told them, that he had come forth into their world 
as a light, so that everyone putting faith in him, might not remain 
in the spiritual darkness of the present world, but might walk in 
the light of divine enlightenment. 

[Question]    What did Jesus come into their world as, and what did 
that light help men to avoid? 

2· Now this is the basis for judgment, that the light has come 
into the world, but men have loved the darkness, rather 
than the light, for their works were wicked. (John 3:19) 

[Question]    What is the basis of judgment for the world of mankind? 

[Question]    What though, have men shown, that they truly love, by 
not following after that light? 

3· Therefore Jesus spoke again to them, saying;  I am the 
light of the world.  He that follows me, will by no means 
walk in darkness, but will possess the light of life. (John 
8:12) 

[Question]    What did Jesus state, that he was to this world of spiritual 
darkness? 

[Question]    What did he show, that anyone following after him would 
possess? 

4· As long as I am in the world, I am the world’s light. (John 
9:5) 

[Question]    What was Jesus, as long as he was within the world? 

5· Jesus therefore said to them;  The light will be among you 
a little while longer.  Walk while you have the light, so that 
darkness does not overpower you, and he that walks in the 
darkness, does not know where he is going. (John 12:35) 

[Question]    What did Jesus then reveal about this light, and how long 
it would remain with them? 

[Question]    How then, should they walk, while they had this divine 
light? 

6· But he that does what is true, comes to the light, in order, 
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that his works may be made manifest, as having been 
worked in harmony with God. (John 3:21) 

[Question]    Where does the one doing what is true come forth to, and 
why? 

7· And Jesus said;  For this judgment I came into this world, 
that those not seeing might see, and those seeing, might 
become blind. (John 9:39) 

[Question]    For what judgment did Jesus Christ come forth into the 
world?
