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John 15:18~ If the world hates you, you know that it has hated me 
before it hated you. 

1· Jesus’ disciples should never forget, that the world would 
hate them, for it had hated him first.  Later that night they would 
see firsthand, how the men of the world expressed their hatred 
of Christ. 

[Question]    What should anointed Christians expect from the world 
they lived in, and why? 

[Question]    What would Jesus' disciples see for themselves, later on 
that night? 

2· And you will be objects of hatred by all people on account 
of my name, but he that has endured to the end, is the one 
that will be saved. (Matthew 10:22) 

[Question]    What did Jesus tell his faithful disciples, that they would 
become to the world, and yet who would survive the wicked system of 
things? 

3· But his citizens hated him, and sent out a body of 
ambassadors after him, to say;  We do not want this man 
to become king over us. (Luke 19:14)

learning that he was to become their king? 

4· I have given your word to them, but the world has hated 
them, because they are no part of the world, just as I am 
no part of the world. (John 17:14) 

[Question]    How does the world feel about true anointed Christians, 
and why? 

5· Do not marvel, brothers, that the world hates you. (1 John 
3:13) 

[Question]    What should not surprise anointed Christians, about how 
they are treated by the world around them? 

6· In answer the Jews said to him;  Do we not rightly say;  
You are a Samaritan, and have a demon? (John 8:48)

works of goodness and spiritual light? 
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
