8· And we are witnesses of these matters, and so is the Holy 
Spirit, which God has given, to those obeying him as ruler. 
(Acts of Apostles 5:32) 

[Question]    Who does Yehowah God give the Holy Spirit to? 

9· In like manner, the spirit also joins in with help for our 
weakness, for the problem of what we should pray for, as 
we need, to we do not know, but the spirit itself pleads for 
us, with groanings unuttered. (Romans 8:26) 

[Question]    How does this Holy Spirit help anointed Christians with 
their weaknesses in prayer? 

10·· Now we received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit 
which is from God, that we might know the things, that 
have been kindly given us by God. (1 Corinthians 2:12) 

[Question]    What kind of spirit do anointed Christians receive, and 
where does it come forth from, and what does it teach anointed 
Christians about God? 

11· For I know this will result in my salvation, through your 
supplication, and a supply of the spirit of Jesus Christ. 
(Philippians 1:19) 

[Question]    What did Paul reveal about this spirit? 

12· It was revealed to them, that not to themselves, but to 
you, they were ministering the things, that have now been 
announced to you, through those who have declared the
