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John 16:23~ And in that day you will ask me no question at all.  Most 
truly I say to you, if you ask the Father for anything, he will give it to 
you in my name. 

1· Jesus then revealed, that in that day, they would ask him 
no questions at all, for the Holy Spirit would reveal to them all 
things.  If they then asked the Father for anything, that the 
Father would then give it to them in his name. 

[Question]    What did Jesus show they would not need to do, after the 
outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon them? 

[Question]    What would the Father then give them, if they asked for it 
in Jesus’ name? 

2· In that day, you will know that I am in union with my 
Father, and you are in union with me, and I am in union 
with you. (John 14:20) 

[Question]    What unity, would become a fact of life for them, after the 
outpouring of the Holy Spirit? 

3· Do not be anxious over anything, but in everything, by 
prayer and supplication, along with thanksgiving, let your 
petitions be made known to God. (Philippians 4:6) 

[Question]    Should spirit anointed Christians ever become anxious? 

[Question]    How can they make any anxiety they feel, known to 
Yehowah God? 

4· While you throw all your anxiety upon him, because he 
cares for you. (1 Peter 5:7) 

[Question]    Who should anointed Christians put their own anxieties 
upon, and why can they be assured, that he will deal with them? 

5· Also, whatever it is that you ask in my name, I will do this, 
in order, that the Father may be glorified in connection 
with the Son. (John 14:13) 

[Question]    What did Jesus promise to later do for his disciples, and 
who would be glorified by this? 

6· You did not choose me, but I chose you, and I appointed 
you to go on and keep bearing fruit, and that your fruit 
should remain, in order, that no matter what you ask the 
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Father in my name, he might give it to you. (John 15:16) 

[Question]    Who chooses spirit anointed Christians for their role 
before Yehowah God? 

[Question]    What are they all appointed to keep on doing, despite 
hardships in life? 

[Question]    What would Yehowah God give them to support them in 
this life course? 

7· And this is the confidence that we have toward him, that, 
no matter what it is that we ask according to his will, he 
hears us. (1 John 5:14) 

[Question]    What confidence do anointed Christians have in Yehowah 
God? 

8· If you remain in union with me, and my sayings remain in 
you, ask whatever you wish, and it will take place for you. 
(John 15:7) 

[Question]    What did Jesus state he would do for his disciples, if his 
sayings remained within them? 

9· And they will no more teach each one his companion, and 
each one his brother, saying;  Know Yehowah!  For they 
will all of them know me, from the least one of them even 
to the greatest one of them, is the utterance of Yehowah.  
For I, shall forgive their error, and their sin I shall 
remember no more. (Jeremiah 31:34) 

[Question]    What does the New Covenant state about each and every 
one within it, and who they would all know? 

[Question]    What also would Yehowah God do for each of them?
