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John 18:15~ Now Simon Peter, as well as another disciple, was 
following Jesus.  That disciple was known to the High Priest, and he 
went in with Jesus into the courtyard of the High Priest. 

1· Now Simon Peter was following along after Jesus, at a safe 
distance, along with another unnamed disciple.  This disciple was 
known to the High Priest, and so he gained entry into the 
courtyard of the High Priest’s residence, along with Jesus. 

[Question]    Who was following along behind Jesus at a safe distance, 
and where did they at first stop? 

2· But Peter kept following him at a good distance, as far as 
the courtyard of the High Priest, and after going inside, he 
was sitting with the house attendants to see the outcome. 
(Matthew 26:58) 

[Question]    How did Peter gain entrance into the inner courtyard of 
the High Priest’s home, and who did he come to be in company with 
there? 

3· But Peter, from a good distance, followed him as far as in 
the courtyard of the High Priest, and he was sitting, 
together with the house attendants, and warming himself 
before a bright fire. (Mark 14:54) 

[Question]    How far did Peter go in following Jesus, and where was he 
sitting, and what was he doing while waiting there? 

4· Then they arrested him, and led him off, and brought him 
into the house of the High Priest, but Peter was following 
at a distance. (Luke 22:54) 

[Question]    Where was Jesus then taken, and who followed along at a 
safe distance? 

5· But a certain young man wearing a fine linen garment over 
his naked body, began to follow him nearby, and they tried 
to seize him. (Mark 14:51) 

[Question]    Who did these men also try to arrest, but how did he get 
away, and who was this man likely?
