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John 19:15~ However, they shouted;  Take him away!  Take him away!  
Impale him!  Pilate said to them;  Shall I impale your king?  The chief 
priests answered;  We have no king but Caesar. 

1· Yet the Jewish religious leaders kept shouting to take him 
away and to impale him.  So Pilate asked;  Shall I impale your 
king?  Then the Jewish religious leaders stated, that they had no 
king, but Caesar.  They had sold away their birthright of being a 
nation of kings and priests to Yehowah God, choosing to throw in 
their lot instead, with the Caesars of this world.  They thus 
disowned the Son of God and Yehowah God himself! 

[Question]    What though, did the Jewish religious leaders cry out, 
over and over again to Pilate? 

[Question]    Who did these faithless men state, was their only king, 
even though they hated Roman rule? 

[Question]    What then, did they sell away, just like unfaithful Esau of 
old? 

2· The scepter will not turn aside from Judah, neither the 
commander’s staff from between his feet, until Shiloh 
comes, and to him the obedience of the peoples will 
belong. (Genesis 49:10) 

[Question]    Where did Yehowah God prophesy, that the commanders 
staff would not turn aside from, until when? 

3· You should without fail set over yourself a king, whom 
Yehowah your God will choose.  From among your brothers 
you should set a king over yourself.  You will not be 
allowed to put over yourself a foreigner who is not your 
brother. (Deuteronomy 17:15) 

[Question]    Who only, was allowed to rule over Israel, under the 
terms of the Law Covenant? 

[Question]    Were either Pilate or Herod Israelites? 

4· Therefore this is what the Sovereign Lord Yehowah has 
said;  I will also stretch out my hand against Edom, and cut 
off from it, man and domestic animal, and I will make it a 
devastated place, from Teman, even to Dedan.  By the 
sword they will fall. (Ezekiel 25:13) 
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[Question]    What future had Yehowah God prophesied for Edom, 
spiritually insensitive ones? 

5· And he must keep the covenant in force for the many for 
one week, and at the half of the week, he will cause 
sacrifice and gift offering to cease.  And upon the wing of 
disgusting things, there will be the one causing desolation, 
and until an extermination, the very thing decided upon, 
will go pouring out also, upon the one lying desolate. 
(Daniel 9:27) 

[Question]    What did Daniel prophesy would happen to the Messiah, 
and when? 

6· At this they began to be urgent, with loud voices, 
demanding that he be impaled, and their voices began to 
win out. (Luke 23:23) 

[Question]    How did the crowd make Pilate do, what was against his 
better judgment? 

7· And, although they found no cause for death, they 
demanded of Pilate, that he be executed. (Acts of Apostles 
13:28) 

[Question]    What was not found within Jesus after examination by 
Pilate, yet what did the crowds demand of Pilate? 

8· For the multitude of the people kept following, crying out;  
Take him away! (Acts of Apostles 21:36) 

[Question]    What were the multitude of the people crying out 
respecting Jesus? 

9· Coming to him as to a living stone, rejected, it is true, by 
men, but chosen, precious, with God. (1 Peter 2:4) 

[Question]    Who rejected Jesus as a temple stone, but nonetheless, 
how does Yehowah God view him? 

10·· With whom the kings of the earth committed fornication, 
whereas those who inhabit the earth were made drunk 
with the wine of her fornication. (Revelation 17:2) 

[Question]    Who have the religious leaders committed spiritual 
fornication with down through time? 
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11· And there are seven kings.  Five have fallen, one is, the 
other has not yet arrived, but when he does arrive he must 
remain a short while. (Revelation 17:10) 

[Question]    What world power was in operation, when Jesus was 
sacrificed in death?
