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John 2:21~ But he was talking about the temple of his body. 

1· Yet Jesus was talking about the temple of his body, which 
they themselves would break down, through killing him, and 
which would be raised up three days later. 

[Question]    What trampling though, was Jesus speaking about, and 
who would be the ones to break it down, and raise it up three days 
later? 

2· But I tell you, that something greater than the temple is 
here. (Matthew 12:6) 

[Question]    Was Jesus something greater than the temple of Herod? 

3· From that time forward, Jesus Christ commenced showing 
his disciples, that he must go to Jerusalem, and suffer 
many things from the older men and chief priests and 
scribes, and be killed, and on the third day be raised up. 
(Matthew 16:21) 

[Question]    What did Jesus show his disciples that he must undergo in 
Jerusalem, and who would then harm him? 

4· Saying, that the Son of man must be delivered into the 
hands of sinful men, and be impaled, and yet, on the third 
day rise. (Luke 24:7) 

[Question]    What did Jesus foretell that would happen to him in 
Jerusalem? 

5· What!  Do you not know, that the body of you people is the 
temple of the Holy Spirit within you, which you have from 
God?  Also, you do not belong to yourselves. (1 Corinthians 
6:19) 

[Question]    What did Paul himself later testify to, regarding what the 
temple is, for anointed Christians?
