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John 3:13~ Moreover, no man has ascended into heaven, but he that

descended from heaven, the Son of man.

1 Jesus then showed, that no man had yet ascended into
heaven, except the Son Of Man, who had descended from
heaven.

[Question] Who did Jesus then show, had not yet ascended into
heaven, and who would be the first to do so?

2 Actually David did not ascend to the heavens, but he
himself says: Yehowah said to my Lord; Sit at my right
hand. (Acts of Apostles 2:34)

[Question] Did King David ascend to heaven upon his death, yet who
did he state would do so?

3 Thus, the Holy Spirit makes it plain, that the way into the
holy place, had not yet been made manifest, while the first
tent was standing. (Hebrews 9:8)

[Question] What way into the Holy place, had not been made
manifest, while the pattern of the tent of meeting was still being
followed?

4- Because I have come down from heaven to do, not my will,
but the will of him that sent me. (John 6:38)

[Question] Whose will did Jesus come down from heaven to
accomplish?

5- So he went on to say to them; You are from the realms
below. I am from the realms above. You are from this
world. I am not from this world. (John 8:23)

[Question] Where did Jesus testify that he came from?
[Question] Where though, did the men he spoke to, come from?

6" Jesus said to them; If God were your Father, you would
love me, for from God I came forth, and am here. Neither

have I come of my own initiative at all, but that One sent
me forth. (John 8:42)

[Question] What did Jesus tell men who listened to him, that they
should feel about him, if they loved Yehowah God, and why?
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The first man is out of the earth and made of dust, the
second man is out of heaven. (1 Corinthians 15:47)

[Question] Where does the first man come from, and what is he made
out of?

[Question] Where does the second man emanate from, and what is
he made out of?

Now the expression, he ascended, what does it mean, but
that he also descended into the lower regions, that is, the
earth? (Ephesians 4:9)

[Question] What must come first before a man could ascend to
heaven?

He further said to him; Most truly I say to you men, you
will see heaven opened up, and the angels of God
ascending and descending to the Son of man. (John 1:51)

[Question] What did Jesus testify to his disciples, that they would see
happening toward Jesus, and was this at least fulfilled in part, and
when?

And Enoch kept walking with the true God. Then he was no
more, for God took him. (Genesis 5:24)

[Question] Who did Enoch walk with, and then what happened to
protect him?

Yehowah now said to Moses; Look! You are lying down
with your forefathers, and this people will certainly get up
and have immoral intercourse with foreign gods of the land
to which they are going, in their very midst, and they will
certainly forsake me, and break my covenant that I have
concluded with them. (Deuteronomy 31:16)

[Question] What was Moses told before he died, as to how the
Israelites would act once he was gone?

For the Father himself has affection for you, because you
have had affection for me, and have believed, that I came
out as the Father’s representative. (John 16:27)

[Question] Why did Yehowah God feel affection for Jesus Christ’s
disciples, for what did they believe about Jesus?

Who has ascended to heaven that he may descend? Who
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has gathered the wind in the hollow of both hands? Who
has wrapped up the waters in a mantle? Who has made all
the ends of the earth to rise? What is his name, and what
the name of his son, in case you know? (Proverbs 30:4)

[Question] What question does the Proverb ask, and how could we
answer that question?

I kept on beholding in the visions of the night, and, see
there! With the clouds of the heavens someone like a son
of man happened to be coming, and to the Ancient of Days
he gained access, and they brought him up close, even
before that One. (Daniel 7:13)

[Question] Who is pictured as approaching the throne of Yehowah
God in the book of Daniel?

What, therefore, if you should behold the Son of man
ascending to where he was before? (John 6:62)

[Question] What did Jesus state, that men should not be overawed
by in the day they saw it?
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
