1· So then Jesus upon seeing the man lying down, and 
realizing, that he had been sick for a very long time, asked him;  
Do you want to become sound in health? 

[Question]    What did Jesus then realize, upon seeing this man, and so 
what did he ask the man? 

2· And, look!  A woman with a spirit of weakness for eighteen 
years, and she was bent double and was unable to raise 
herself up at all. (Luke 13:11) 

[Question]    Who did Jesus earlier heal, and how long had she been 
sick? 

3· He will feel sorry for the lowly one and the poor one, and 
the souls of the poor ones he will save. (Psalms 72:13) 

[Question]    What did the Psalmist show, that the Messiah would feel 
for people in need? 

4· He was despised and was avoided by men, a man meant for 
pains, and for having acquaintance with sickness.  And 
there was as if the concealing of one’s face from us.  He 
was despised, and we held him as of no account. (Isaiah 
53:3) 

[Question]    What did Isaiah prophesy about what the Messiah would 
carry for others, and how he would be viewed by others? 

5· For he had been ordering the unclean spirit to come out of 
the man.  For over a long time it had held him fast, and he 
was repeatedly bound with chains and fetters under guard, 
but he would burst the bonds, and be driven by the demon 
into the lonely places. (Luke 8:29) 

[Question]    What did Jesus do for a man who had been demonized for 
a very long time, for what had this man suffered through, while thus 
bound?
