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John 7:38~ He that puts faith in me, just as the Scripture has said:  Out 
from his inmost part, streams of living water will flow. 

1· Jesus then told them, that to the one putting faith in him, 
that streams of living water would flow forth from that one, for 
this was what the scriptures promised.  Jesus’ disciples would 
then later experience this, as they witnessed to many others 
about the fine spiritual truths he had given them.  Then these 
streams of living waters of truth, would indeed flow outward 
from them, imparting life to them and to others through the 
preaching of the Good News of God’s Kingdom. 

[Question]    What did Jesus then promise would flow out, to those 
putting faith in him? 

[Question]    What would also flow outward to yet others through 
them, and through the preaching of the Good News of God’s Kingdom? 

2· A prophet from your own midst, from your brothers, like 
me, is what Yehowah your God will raise up for you, to him 
you people should listen. (Deuteronomy 18:15) 

[Question]    Whom did Moses prophesy that Yehowah God would raise 
up for his people Israel, and from where? 

3· Look!  I am standing before you there on the rock in Horeb.  
And you must strike on the rock, and water must come out 
of it, and the people must drink it.  Subsequently Moses did 
so, under the eyes of the older men of Israel. (Exodus 17:6) 

[Question]    What did Moses do to provide water for the Israelites in 
the wilderness, prefiguring Jesus’ work? 

4· Take the rod and call the assembly together, you and Aaron 
your brother, and you must speak to the crag before their 
eyes, that it may indeed give its water, and you must bring 
out water for them from the crag, and give the assembly 
and their beasts of burden drink. (Numbers 20:8) 

[Question]    What was Moses told to do before all Israel, and what 
happened when he struck the crag? 

5· The words of a man’s mouth are deep waters.  The well of 
wisdom is a torrent bubbling forth. (Proverbs 18:4) 
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[Question]    What do the Proverbs compare the words of a man’s 
mouth to, and also wisdom to? 

6· Whoever drinks from the water that I will give him, will 
never get thirsty at all, but the water that I will give him, 
will become in him, a fountain of water, bubbling up, to 
impart everlasting life. (John 4:14) 

[Question]    What did Jesus state would happen to anyone drinking 
the waters that he would give him? 

[Question]    What would these waters then become within this 
person? 

7· And all drank the same spiritual drink.  For they used to 
drink from the spiritual rock-mass that followed them, and 
that rock-mass meant the Christ. (1 Corinthians 10:4) 

[Question]    Where did the Israelites drink from in the wilderness, and 
what did this rockmass mean? 

8· And Yehowah will be bound to lead you constantly and to 
satisfy your soul even in a scorched land, and he will 
invigorate your very bones, and you must become like a 
well-watered garden, and like the source of water, the 
waters of which do not lie. (Isaiah 58:11) 

[Question]    What did Isaiah prophesy, that Yehowah God would do 
for his people, to satisfy them with abundant waters? 

9· Son of man, say to her, you are a land not being cleansed, 
one not rained down upon in the day of denunciation. 
(Ezekiel 22:24) 

[Question]    What was the Son Of Man told to tell Jerusalem, for what 
was he like? 

10·· And gradually he brought me back to the entrance of the 
House, and, look!  There was water going forth from under 
the threshold of the House eastward, for the front of the 
House was east.  And the water was going down from 
under, from the right-hand side of the House, south of the 
altar. (Ezekiel 47:1) 

[Question]    What vision of a life-giving stream did Ezekiel see in 
vision, and where did it flow from? 
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11· And it must occur that every living soul that swarms, in 
every place to which the double-size torrent comes, will 
get life.  And it must occur, that there will be very many 
fish, because there is where this water will certainly come, 
and the seawater will be healed, and everything will be 
alive where the torrent comes. (Ezekiel 47:9) 

[Question]    What then happened to everything, that this double sized 
torrent touched? 

12· And he showed me a river of water of life, clear as crystal, 
flowing out from the throne of God, and of the Lamb. 
(Revelation 22:1) 

[Question]    What river of water of life, is shown in the Revelation 
vision, and where does it flow from?
