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John 8:24~ Therefore I said to you;  You will die in your sins.  For if you 
do not believe that I am he, you will die in your sins. 

1· This then, is why Jesus had earlier told them, that they 
would die in their sins.  If they refused to come to him and put 
faith in him, then they would not gain the forgiveness of God, 
and they would remain in their sins, and die for them.  True 
forgiveness from their loving God was to come only through 
Jesus Christ. 

[Question]    What did Jesus then tell to the Jews, who refused to put 
their faith in him as God’s Messiah? 

[Question]    What only would true forgiven come forth from? 

2· Look!  All the souls, to me they belong.  As the soul of the 
father so likewise the soul of the son, to me they belong.  
The soul that is sinning, it itself will die. (Ezekiel 18:4) 

[Question]    What did Ezekiel prophesy would happen to all those who 
sin, for who do they all belong to? 

3· Look!  With error I was brought forth with birth pains, and 
in sin my mother conceived me. (Psalms 51:5) 

[Question]    What did the Psalmist confess, about how he had been 
born? 

4· Call out full-throated!  Do not hold back.  Raise your voice 
just like a horn, and tell my people their revolt, and the 
house of Jacob their sins. (Isaiah 58:1) 

[Question]    What was Isaiah told to call out, to the rebellious ones 
within Israel? 

5· And will they not lie down with mighty ones, falling from 
among the uncircumcised, who have gone down to Sheol 
with their weapons of war?  And they will put their swords 
under their heads, and their errors will come to be upon 
their bones, because mighty ones were a terror in the land 
of those alive. (Ezekiel 32:27) 

[Question]    What outcome did Yehowah God show through Ezekiel, 
that the mighty ones who oppressed others, would experience? 

6· Hence he said to them again;  I am going away, and you 
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will look for me, and yet you will die in your sin.  Where I 
am going, you cannot come. (John 8:21) 

[Question]    What did Jesus tell them, that they would look for, and 
not find, and why? 

[Question]    Where did he state that he was going, and could they 
follow him there?
