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John 8:40~ But now you are seeking to kill me, a man that has told you 
the truth that I heard from God.  Abraham did not do this. 

1· Yet Jesus showed them, that though they claimed to be the 
seed of Abraham, here they were trying to kill a man, who had 
done nothing to them, except tell them the truth he had heard 
right from God’s own mouth.  These works were surely not the 
kind of works Abraham, a man of faith, had. 

[Question]    What did these men claim to be, and yet what were they 
doing? 

[Question]    Was this type of conduct becoming as sons of the Greater 
Abraham, Yehowah God? 

2· I have many things to speak concerning you and to pass 
judgment upon.  As a matter of fact, he that sent me is 
true, and the very things I heard from him, I am speaking 
in the world. (John 8:26) 

[Question]    What things did Jesus speak within the world, and where 
did he get them from? 

3· And a father of circumcised offspring, not only to those 
who adhere to circumcision, but also to those who walk 
orderly in the footsteps of that faith, while in the 
uncircumcised state, which our father Abraham had. 
(Romans 4:12) 

[Question]    What two groups did the greater Abraham become father 
to in faith?
