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John 8:44~ You are from your father the Devil, and you wish to do the 
desires of your father.  That one was a manslayer when he began, and 
he did not stand fast in the truth, because truth is not in him.  When he 
speaks the lie, he speaks according to his own disposition, because he 
is a liar, and the father of the lie.1

1· So then, Jesus told them plainly where their origins were 
from, for he said that their spiritual father was Satan the Devil, 
and they proved this, by wanting to do the desires of that one.  
He was a manslayer when he began in the Garden of Eden, and 
he did not remain in the truth, but chose to take up lying. 

[Question]    What then, did Jesus identify as the source of their 
thinking and actions, and how did they themselves prove this true? 

[Question]    What was Satan the Devil, from the beginning, and what 
did he take up doing? 

2· As his seed, here they were lying and seeking to kill Jesus, 
merely for telling them the truth.  Jesus showed, that when 
Satan the Devil lied, it came forth from within him, of his own 
disposition, because he is a liar, and the very father of the lie.  He 
therefore hates truth. 

[Question]    What did they prove to be, by doing these things toward 
Jesus, God’s son? 

[Question]    Where did Jesus show, that Satan the Devil’s lies 
emanated from, and why? 

3· Then Jesus was led by the spirit up into the wilderness to 
be tempted by the Devil. (Matthew 4:1) 

[Question]    Where was Jesus led, and who tempted him at the start of 
his earthly ministry? 

4· And the enemy that sowed them is the Devil.  The harvest 
is a conclusion of a system of things, and the reapers are 
angels. (Matthew 13:39) 

[Question]    Who did Jesus parable show was responsible for sowing 
false worshipers in among the fine seed? 

5· Keep your senses, be watchful.  Your adversary, the Devil, 
walks about like a roaring lion, seeking to devour someone. 
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(1 Peter 5:8) 

[Question]    What does Satan the Devil walk around like, and what is 
always his aim toward true worshipers? 

6· So down the great dragon was hurled, the original serpent, 
the one called Devil and Satan, who is misleading the 
entire inhabited earth, he was hurled down to the earth, 
and his angels were hurled down with him. (Revelation 
12:9) 

[Question]    Where is Satan the Devil hurled during the Last Days of 
this system of things, and who is hurled down with him? 

7· And I shall put enmity between you and the woman, and 
between your seed and her seed.  He will bruise you in the 
head, and you will bruise him in the heel. (Genesis 3:15) 

[Question]    What would exist down through time, between Satan the 
Devil’s seed, and God’s seed? 

8· Offspring of vipers, how can you speak good things, when 
you are wicked?  For out of the abundance of the heart the 
mouth speaks. (Matthew 12:34) 

[Question]    What motivates men to speak, and what will one speak 
who has a bad heart? 

9· And said;  O man full of every sort of fraud and every sort 
of villainy, you son of the Devil, you enemy of everything 
righteous, will you not quit distorting the right ways of 
Yehowah? (Acts of Apostles 13:10) 

[Question]    What did Paul call one, who opposed the witness work he 
was doing? 

10·· He who carries on sin originates with the Devil, because 
the Devil has been sinning from the beginning.  For this 
purpose, the Son of God was made manifest, namely, to 
break up the works of the Devil. (1 John 3:8) 

[Question]    Who does the one carrying on sin, originate with? 

[Question]    What was God’s purpose in bringing forth the Christ? 

11· At this the serpent said to the woman;  You positively will 
not die. (Genesis 3:4) 
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[Question]    What lie did Satan the Devil tell to the woman, in the 
Garden of Eden? 

12· But I am afraid that somehow, as the serpent seduced Eve 
by its cunning, your minds might be corrupted away, from 
the sincerity and the chastity, that are due the Christ. (2 
Corinthians 11:3) 

[Question]    What fear did Paul hold for his anointed Christian 
brothers, due to the cunning of Satan the Devil? 

13· So down the great dragon was hurled, the original serpent, 
the one called Devil and Satan, who is misleading the 
entire inhabited earth, he was hurled down to the earth, 
and his angels were hurled down with him. (Revelation 
12:9) 

[Question]    Who is Satan the Devil currently misleading? 

14· You must not take up an untrue report.  Do not cooperate 
with a wicked one by becoming a witness who schemes 
violence. (Exodus 23:1) 

[Question]    What were the Israelites told not to join in doing? 

15· But as for the cowards and those without faith and those 
who are disgusting in their filth, and murderers and 
fornicators, and those practicing spiritism, and idolaters, 
and all the liars, their portion will be in the lake that burns 
with fire and sulphur.  This means the second death. 
(Revelation 21:8) 

 [Question]    Who will end up in the Lake of Fire, eternal destruction? 

16· And he seized the dragon, the original serpent, who is the 
Devil and Satan, and bound him for a thousand years. 
(Revelation 20:2) 

 [Question]    Where will Satan the Devil spend the entire thousand 
years? 

17· However, I sent to him, saying;  Things such as you are 
saying have not been brought about, but it is out of your 
own heart, that you are inventing them. (Nehemiah 6:8) 

[Question]    How did men try to frame lies, to influence Nehemiah? 
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18· You will destroy those speaking a lie.  A man of bloodshed 
and deception, Yehowah detests. (Psalms 5:6) 

[Question]    How will Yehowah God deal with anyone speaking a lie, 
and how does he feel about men of bloodshed? 

19· You have loved what is bad more than what is good, 
falsehood more than speaking righteousness. (Psalms 
52:3) 

[Question]    How does the Psalmist show the course of wicked men? 

20·· The wicked ones have been perverts from the womb, they 
have wandered about from the belly onward, they are 
speaking lies. (Psalms 58:3) 

[Question]    How did the Psalmist show, how wicked men have been 
since birth, and what do they speak? 

21· Indeed they give advice, so as to allure from one’s own 
dignity, they take pleasure in a lie.  With their mouth they 
bless, but inside themselves, they call down evil. (Psalms 
62:4) 

[Question]    What did the Psalmist show that wicked men speak, and 
why, for what is in their hearts? 

22· Just let your word Yes mean Yes, your No, mean No.  For 
what is in excess of these is from the wicked one. 
(Matthew 5:37) 

[Question]    What did Jesus tell men to speak, for where does anything 
in excess of this come forth from? 

23· The field is the world.  As for the fine seed, these are the 
sons of the kingdom, but the weeds are the sons of the 
wicked one. (Matthew 13:38) 

[Question]    Who are the fine seeds sown in the field of the world? 

[Question]    Who are the weeds sown alongside of them? 

24· For God’s wrath is being revealed from heaven against all 
ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who are 
suppressing the truth in an unrighteous way. (Romans 
1:18) 
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[Question]    What is Yehowah God’s wrath to be revealed against, and 
who will be found in his disfavor then? 

25· Even those who exchanged the truth of God for the lie, and 
venerated and rendered sacred service to the creation, 
rather than the One who created, who is blessed forever.  
Amen. (Romans 1:25) 

[Question]    What have men like those who believe in evolution, 
exchanged the truth of God for, and who alone should be blessed 
forever, for his work in creation? 

26· However, for those who are contentious and who disobey 
the truth, but obey unrighteousness, there will be wrath 
and anger. (Romans 2:8) 

[Question]    What will come upon those who are contentious, and 
disobey the truth? 

27· It is therefore nothing great, if his ministers also keep 
transforming themselves into ministers of righteousness.  
But their end, shall be according to their works. (2 
Corinthians 11:15) 

[Question]    What do Satan the Devil’s ministers keep transforming 
themselves into, to try and fool true anointed Christians? 

[Question]    How though, will they all be judged in the end? 

28· But the lawless one’s presence is according to the 
operation of Satan with every powerful work, and lying 
signs and portents (2 Thessalonians 2:9) 

[Question]    What marks the lawless one’s presence, and who is 
behind it? 

29· Therefore, since the young children are sharers of blood 
and flesh, he also similarly partook of the same things, that 
through his death, he might bring to nothing, the one 
having the means to cause death, that is, the Devil. 
(Hebrews 2:14) 

[Question]    What did Jesus come to earth to partake of, and for what 
purpose? 

30·· I write you, not because you do not know the truth, but 
because you know it, and because no lie originates with 
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the truth. (1 John 2:21) 

[Question]    What do anointed Christians know, that never originates 
with the truth? 

31· However, I say to the rest of you who are in Thyatira, all 
those who do not have this teaching, the very ones who did 
not get to know the deep things of Satan, as they say.  I 
am not putting upon you any other burden. (Revelation 
2:24) 

[Question]    What did the anointed Christians in Thyatira, not get to 
know deeply?
