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John 8:48~ In answer the Jews said to him;  Do we not rightly say, you 
are a Samaritan and have a demon?1 

Footnote:  Or, and are demonized 

1· At this they defiantly retorted, were they not right to say 
that he had a demon, and that he was a Samaritan.  Now neither 
of these things was true, and they knew it. 

[Question]    How did the Jews feel, when being told that they came 
forth from Satan the Devil, and what did they call Jesus? 

[Question]    Did they know that both of these things were false, yet 
say them anyway? 

2· Therefore the Samaritan woman said to him;  How is it that 
you, despite being a Jew, ask me for a drink, when I am a 
Samaritan woman?  For Jews have no dealings with 
Samaritans. (John 4:9) 

[Question]    What did a Samaritan woman recognize about Jesus as 
first sight, and what was she then surprised to see? 

3· At hearing this, the Pharisees said;  This fellow does not 
expel the demons except by means of Beelzebub, the ruler 
of the demons. (Matthew 12:24) 

[Question]    What did the scribes and Pharisees falsely accuse Jesus of 
healing people by, or through, and what did this amount to? 

4· The crowd answered;  You have a demon.  Who is seeking 
to kill you? (John 7:20) 

[Question]    What did many say to Jesus, when Jesus stated, that the 
Jews were seeking to kill him? 

5· Many of them were saying;  He has a demon and is mad.  
Why do you listen to him? (John 10:20) 

[Question]    What did some men who listened to Jesus’ teachings say 
about him? 

6· If the world hates you, you know that it has hated me, 
before it hated you. (John 15:18) 

[Question]    What did Jesus state to his disciples was the reason, why 
the world hated them? 
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7· How your enemies have reproached, O Yehowah, how they 
have reproached the footprints of your anointed one. 
(Psalms 89:51) 

[Question]    How did the Psalmist prophesy, about how the enemies of 
Yehowah God would treat his anointed one? 

8· It is enough for the disciple to become as his teacher, and 
the slave as his lord.  If people have called the householder 
Beelzebub, how much more will they call those of his 
household so? (Matthew 10:25) 

[Question]    What did Jesus state, would be enough for his disciples? 

[Question]    If men called Jesus Beelzebub, then what would they call
